•  Carnivorous- An adjective used to describe various 
preditory, flesh-eating mammals.  

•  Carnation-A flower with a pink or reddish-pink 
color similar to the skin color of  some people. 

•  Carnophobia-A fear of  a meat diet, or a fear of  the 
sight of  raw or cooked meat.

•  Benevolent- An adjective used to describe someone 
who is kind and generous; does good things for 
others.

•  Center 



Centri- 

•  Amphicentric-Moving towards the center from both 
ends. 

•  Ethnocentric-The viewpoint that one’s own group is 
the center of  everything.  

•  Egocentric-Caring only about oneself; self-centered.

•  Time 



Chrono- 

•  Chronological-Arranged in the order of  time 
sequence or occurrence.  

•  Achronism-Without time; the state of  timelessness.

•  Antidote: A remedy to counteract poison; it works 
against poison. 

•  Antipathy:  A strong hostility, or opposition, toward 
someone or something; you are against them/it. 



Bi-, Di-, Duo- 

•  Two 



Bi-, Di-, Duo- 

•  Biannual:  Happening twice each year. 

•  Dilemma: A situation in which someone must 
choose one of  two unsatisfactory alternatives.  

•  Duo:  a pair normally thought of  as being together.
